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Preface

The Voice of the Plantation People Organization (VOPP) was initially founded in
the year 2000, in the Deniyaya area of the Matara District, under the name
“Plantation Child Development Organization — Southern Province.” It began as an
unregistered, volunteer-based organization primarily focusing on the development of
children in plantation communities.

During its early years, the organization encountered numerous challenges and
limitations, particularly due to the lack of a formal structure and resources. This
hindered its capacity to function effectively and consistently. Nevertheless, when
devastating landslides occurred in 2003, the organization managed to extend some
relief and support to affected communities. However, due to its limited operational
capacity, it was unable to sustain long-term or large-scale interventions.

In the years that followed, the organization occasionally partnered with other civil
society organizations to engage in advocacy and assistance activities for the
Malaiyaha community in the Southern Province. Despite the lack of formal
recognition, its committed volunteers maintained close ties with the community,
advocating for their welfare and development.

In 2019, the organization was restructured and renamed as the “Voice of the
Plantation People Organization (VOPP),” with a renewed focus on supporting the
Malaiyaha Tamil community on a broader scale, including issues related to land,
housing, and basic rights.

Following the 2003 landslides and floods in the Matara District, the government
allocated 7-perch land plots to many displaced Malaiyaha families. However, over
80% of these families were never issued legal deeds, leaving them unable to
construct homes or engage in cultivation, resulting in long-term insecurity and
hardship.

Recognizing this issue, in 2019, VOPP began actively addressing land ownership
and housing rights, including advocacy efforts with the Presidential Secretariat and
other relevant authorities. These initiatives included dialogue, awareness-raising,
and policy engagement, aiming to secure rightful ownership for affected
communities.

During the 2020 COVID-19 pandemic, the Malaiyaha community in the Southern
Province faced severe economic hardship. VOPP responded by Providing relief
assistance to affected families, advocating for the education of Malaiyaha children
and Promoting community dialogue around shared challenges
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In 2023, VOPP was officially registered as a formal organization. Since then, it has
actively worked to secure the basic rights of the Malaiyaha community, especially
those related to Land ownership, Housing, Education and Social and political
inclusion.

The organization currently engages with Malaiyaha communities in districts such as
Galle, Matara, Kalutara, Kurunegala, and Gampaha, where many families have
migrated under difficult conditions and live in marginalized situations.

The Malaiyaha Tamil community in the Southern Province has long experienced
systematic denial of their social rights, Economic opportunities, Cultural identity
and Political representation.

They are not represented in Parliament or Provincial Councils, and there has been no
comprehensive study to understand their living conditions or challenges. This lack
of visibility and awareness was evident even during national discussions, such as the
one held in November 2023 at the Sri Lanka Foundation Institute (SLFI), where
many officials and participants were unaware of the true situation of the Malaiyaha
community in the South.

Recognizing the urgent need for evidence-based advocacy, VOPP proposed a
research initiative to the Neelan Tiruchelvam Trust, which provided financial
support for a comprehensive study.

Under the guidance of Dr. Ahilan Kadirgamar, Senior Lecturer at the University of
Jaffna, a Young Researchers Network (YRN) was formed. These researchers, most
of whom were from plantation areas themselves, conducted field studies and direct
engagement with the Malaiyaha community in Galle and Matara.

The research employed a multi-method approach, including Focus Group
Discussions, In-depth Interviews, Structured Questionnaires and Thematic Analysis.

The final report was compiled, edited by editorial team of VOPP and finalized by in
Tamil, and later translated into Sinhala and English. The emphasis was not solely on
quantitative data, but also on qualitatively capturing the lived experiences and
everyday struggles of the Malaiyaha people.

We extend our sincere gratitude to Dr. Ahilan Kadirgamar, for his invaluable
guidance, The Neelan Tiruchelvam Trust, for financial support, The research team,
volunteers, and coordinators, Members of VOPP in Galle and Matara, all individuals
who participated in the study and shared their stories and Civil society organizations
and school principals who assisted in data collection. We also remember and
appreciate the contributions of all who have been with us since the organization’s

inception in 2000.

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1. Introduction

Sri Lanka is one of the countries in the world where plantation agriculture plays a
significant role in the economy. Among the various commercial crops cultivated,
tea, rubber, and coconut are the primary plantation crops. While coconut is widely
grown across many parts of Sri Lanka, tea and rubber are cultivated mainly in
selected regions due to their specific climatic and geographical requirements.

Although the Galle and Matara districts in the Southern Province are generally
identified as coastal areas, their climate, soil, and terrain are also well-suited for
plantation cultivation—similar to the conditions found in the hill country. As a
result, crops like tea and rubber can be effectively cultivated in the Southern
Province, much like in the Central, Uva, and Sabaragamuwa Provinces. Notably,
palm oil tree cultivation was introduced in the 1960s and has since been established in
both Galle and Matara districts of the Southern Province.

The Malaiyaha community, whose primary livelihood depends on the plantation
industry, faces numerous social, economic, and political challenges across the
country. However, in the Southern Province, there is a lack of strong organizational
structures to voice and address these issues. Compared to the hill country, the
presence and effectiveness of active organizations supporting the Malaiyaha
community in the South are relatively limited.

In this context, a study was undertaken to better understand the realities of the
Malaiyaha community living in the Southern Province. The research focused on
examining the social, economic, and cultural conditions of this community. This
study was conducted by the Voice of the Plantation People’s Organization (VOPP),
under the guidance of Dr. Akhilan Kadirgamar (Senior Lecturer in Sociology at the
University of Jaffna), in collaboration with the Young Researchers Network.

A total of 256 Malaiyaha community members participated in the study, which was
carried out in selected plantation areas of the Galle and Matara districts. The
research methods included direct observations, structured interviews, discussions
with key informants, focus group discussions, and analysis of relevant studies and
data sources.

2. Historical background

Sri Lanka was colonized during the height of European imperial power. The
Portuguese and Dutch colonizers controlled only the coastal areas of the island.
However, the British managed to bring the entire country under their control in
1815. During the 1780s, the Dutch introduced coffee cultivation, which was later
expanded by the British as part of their trade development agenda.
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In 1823, British planter George Bird further expanded coffee cultivation. While
coconut cultivation had existed since the Anuradhapura era, it was during the Dutch
period that it became recognized as a plantation crop. Tea was introduced by the
British and first cultivated in 1866 in a village called Loolkandura, marking the
beginning of tea plantation agriculture in Sri Lanka.

Although the British aimed to expand tea plantations across Sri Lanka, they faced
significant challenges in sourcing the labor force needed to maintain them. The local
peasantry, who were small landowners, were reluctant to work on plantations under
contract. To resolve this, the British colonial administration adopted a system of
indentured labor, bringing migrant workers from South India through intermediaries
known as Kanganis (monitors).

The Indian economy, which had once been centered on the cotton industry, suffered
under the effects of the Industrial Revolution and became subservient to European
markets. This economic shift, facilitated by British colonialism, led to the large-
scale migration of Indian laborers to Sri Lanka. Initially, individual workers were
brought on contract in 1823, and later, entire families migrated (Nadesan, 1993).

These laborers were transported from Dhanushkodi, on the South Indian coast, by
boat to Talaimannar in Sri Lanka. From there, they walked inland to areas like
Matale. Organized into small groups, they were dispatched to various plantations
under the guidance of Kanganis. Thus began the resettlement of South Indian
laborers—Ilater identified as Malaiyaha Tamils—across Sri Lanka’s plantations.

According to the 1871 Census and Statistics Report, around 123,000 workers were
employed in plantations, a number which rose to 235,000 by the late 19th century.
By 1891, the number of Indian-origin workers had increased significantly. The 1911
Census was the first official record to refer to them as “Indian Tamils.” This
classification continued in the subsequent censuses of 1921, 1931, 1946, 1953, and
1963, showing that the number of Indian Tamils was comparable to the Sri Lankan
Tamil population (Prof. Mookiah, 1995).

As the state's administrative structures changed, many members of the Malaiyaha
community—initially settled in the central hill country—were internally displaced to
other parts of the island. The 1972 Land Reform Act, the resettlement of workers in
the Northern regions, and rising ethnic tensions also contributed to this internal
migration (SMBMPP, 2024).

Even after Sri Lanka's independence, the Malaiyaha community continued to
experience displacement. The loss of citizenship between 1948 and 2003, the Srima—
Shastri Agreement between India and Sri Lanka (1964-1984), and the
nationalization of plantations between1972—-1977 led to further disruption in their
lives and livelihoods.
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From 1975 to 1983, ethnic tensions and communal violence further displaced many
Malaiyaha families, pushing them to resettle in areas including the Southern
Province. Continued state neglect, unequal land distribution, and the lack of housing
have further marginalized the Malaiyaha community across the country (SMBMPP,
2024).

By the early 1860s, the plantation industry—driven by British interests—expanded
from the central hills to the Southern Province. By this time, 32 plantations had been
established in the South, with nine under foreign ownership. In 1879, around 18,001
workers of Indian origin were settled in the Southern Province for coffee cultivation.

Tea cultivation began in the early 20th century, creating additional demand for
Indian labor (Chandrasiri, 2022). Rubber cultivation, introduced between 1910 and
1911, further increased the need for workers (Administration Report, 1910-1911, PI,
GA, SP, p.64). Consequently, more Malaiyaha workers from the hill country were
resettled in the Southern region.

Today, descendants of the displaced Malaiyaha community of Indian origin continue
to live in many parts of the Southern Province. These communities, brought to Sri
Lanka over various periods, now reside in at least eleven districts, including Galle
and Matara. Of the total Malaiyaha population of approximately 943,390 in Sri
Lanka, around 19,895 reside in Galle District and 23,767 in Matara District.

Despite their 200-year presence in Sri Lanka, the Malaiyaha people of the Southern
Province continue to face social, economic, and political marginalization.

3. Research Problem

The Malaiyaha people, who are concentrated in the plantation sector, remain
economically marginalized with limited opportunities for upward social mobility.
Since 1948, they were denied citizenship for several decades, leading to their
political exclusion and restricted access to government services. These cumulative
factors have placed them in a socially disadvantaged and vulnerable position.

Although Sri Lanka today guarantees rights such as education and healthcare to all
citizens, there have been no satisfactory improvements in the living conditions of the
Malaiyaha people. Notably, other communities—including Malaiyaha people
residing in the Southern Province—are often unaware of the presence of Malaiyaha
communities outside the central hill country. This is largely because public
discourse and policy often associate the term “Malaiyaha people” exclusively with
those living in the central highlands.

However, the Malaiyaha people in the Southern Province live under a different
plantation structure and face distinct socio-economic dynamics compared to their
counterparts in the central region. Their socio-economic conditions have also been
evolving over time. Due to the limited scope and clarity of existing research, the
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specific challenges faced by this segment of the Malaiyaha population have not been
adequately highlighted or addressed. Therefore, their problems are unique and
demand special attention.

The social issues identified in this study include: denial of land and housing rights;
limited access to quality education; health-related challenges; gender discrimination;
and infrastructure shortcomings, all of which are exacerbated by the hierarchical and
exploitative nature of the plantation management system.

Access to land and housing is a fundamental human right. The fact that the
Malaiyaha people have not received legal land or housing rights even after over 200
years in the country has led to severe social inequalities, particularly affecting their
shelter and livelihoods.

Their economic challenges are further intensified by the ongoing national economic
crisis, which has caused a significant rise in the cost of living. Key issues include:
high unemployment rates, lack of secondary employment opportunities, irregular
and short working days offered by estate management, and insufficient income. The
denial of land rights directly hampers their ability to build sustainable livelihoods.

The study also found that various other factors contribute to the community’s
economic hardship, such as diverse and inconsistent plantation systems, exploitative
external production mechanisms imposed on workers, the unique economic
vulnerabilities of women, and a general lack of support services.

Addressing the denial of rights to the Malaiyaha people requires political solutions.
However, political representatives of this community, while occasionally engaging
in surface-level development initiatives, have often failed to bring their core issues
to political platforms or pursue long-term policy solutions.

These issues, identified through field research, represent the serious and persistent
challenges faced by the Malaiyaha people of the Southern Province and have been
analyzed in depth in the study.

4. Data Analysis

In Sri Lanka, the plantation sector differs significantly from other income-generating
sectors. These differences are evident in the management systems, structural
organization, and operational values that govern the plantation economy. The
plantation management often enforces strict and rigid procedures on workers
procedures that are notably more severe in the plantations of the Southern Province
compared to those in the Central Province.

In this context, the study analyzes the various sectors within the plantation system of
the Southern Province that are affected by these issues. The perspectives and
experiences of the plantation community, as gathered during the study, are presented

in the appendix.




Plantation Structure and Change

The plantation system was first developed in the Caribbean Islands and northeastern
Brazil (Beckford & Benn, 2008). This system was introduced in Sri Lanka by the
British colonial rulers. For several years, both before and after independence, the
system operated under the administration of private companies. In 1972, the Sri
Lankan government nationalized all plantation lands previously owned by these
companies under the Land Reform Act.

Subsequently, the plantations were placed under the management of the Government
of Sri Lanka's State Plantation Corporation (SLSPC) and the People's Estate
Development Board (PEDB), both of which fell under the State Agricultural
Corporation (SLSAC) in 1972. Additionally, some estates were managed by the
"Usavasama" (Cooperative Estate Development Extension) and the Upland
Cooperative Estate Development Board.

In 1977, the government introduced JANAWASAMA. A total of 457 tea
plantations, comprising 94,521 hectares, were handed over to 23 Regional Plantation
Companies (RPCs) in 1992. JEDB and SLSPC retained 12,058 hectares of tea lands
to continue tea plantation operations (Peires, 1994).

As of 2021, there were 57 estates in total: 17 estates under the JEDB, 12 estates
under the SLSPC, and 28 estates managed by Chilaw Plantation, Kurunegala, and
Elkaduwa plantations. Despite the establishment of the system in the plantations, the
estate management practices of the SLSPC and JEDB continue with only minor
changes from the British period (Chanrabose & Ramesh, 2023).

In the Southern Province, 23 plantations are managed by companies, while other
plantations are privately owned or managed by small estate owners. In addition to
plantation crops, tea, coconut, and rubber are cultivated in the Southern Province.
Palm oil cultivation began in Sri Lanka in 1967 at Nakiyadeniya Estate.

In 2015, the Ministry of Plantation Industries recommended that regional plantation
companies increase domestic production and replace imported palm oil products.
Efforts were made to cultivate palm oil on abandoned lands and rubber estates in the
districts of Galle, Matara, Kegalle, Ratnapura, and Kalutara. By 2021, the
production of palm oil had expanded to 10,000 hectares of land.

Despite changes in plantation systems and cultivation in the Galle and Matara areas,
there has been little change in plantation management systems. In these areas, crops
are often divided and managed through the Outgrower System. Some plantations
also fail to provide benefits such as the Employees Provident Fund (EPF) and
Employee Trust Fund (ETF). Additionally, estate maintenance costs and workers'
salaries remain dependent on the workers themselves. The reduction in working
days and the limited benefits available to plantation workers further exacerbate the
situation. Employment is particularly insecure in palm oil estates.
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Beyond these conditions, some privately owned estates in the Southern Province
operate with a similar model. Workers from the plantation community are
transported to work in palm oil estates in other areas. They often face labor
insecurity and have their privileges denied by small estate owners and
intermediaries.

In the Southern Province, some privately owned estates have set up line houses for
workers, where compulsory labor is expected. Workers who fail to comply with this
demand may be evicted. While strict practices are also seen in the Central Highland
plantation system, many organizations and workers in that region are able to voice
their grievances. In contrast, workers in the Southern Province are scattered, and
their issues often go unnoticed as their voices remain limited. Plantation
management in the Southern Province does not offer adequate welfare programs or
benefits for workers.

The environment of the Southern Province differs significantly from that of the
Central Highlands. While there is a large concentration of tea estates and residential
areas in the Central Highlands, the Southern Province is home to large palm oil and
coconut plantations. These plantations are often located near villages, and although
traditional crops are grown and maintained by workers, the management controls the
ownership of the land and resources, which are not attributed to the workers who
cultivate them.

The living conditions of the plantation community in the Southern Province have not
changed much when compared to those in rural villages. The plantation
administration in the Southern Province imposes strict practices on workers,
including restrictions on growing their own products on unused lands near their
homes. Even trees inherited by the people are subject to licensing by plantation
management. These practices are more stringent in the Southern Province than in the
Central Highlands.

Land and Ownership

As far as Sri Lanka is concerned, land and housing ownership is a national issue, but
its character varies according to the territories. Land and housing ownership is still
an important object in the contemporary plantation structure. There are 966,700
plantation populations living in 163,550 Line Rooms in the plantations across Sri
Lanka (Illyas, 2012; UN Habitat Report, 2023); At the same time, more and more
people living in the Southern Province still live in Line Rooms.

According to the above figure, 59.7 per cent of the families live in a 12 x 10 -
spreading Line Rooms. With the high -end houses in the hill country, the
construction of houses was found in the Southern Mountains. While the Line Rooms
in the Central Highlands are being carried out for the convenience of the people,
only some of the Line Rooms in the Southern Provinces have not been
reconstructed, only a few people have renovated and expanded the line rooms
according to their convenience.

In addition, most of the rooms in the Line Rooms were noticed that the rooms were
not maintained by the plantation administration and the walls were muddy walls. In
some line rooms, the kitchen and kitchen facilities were not seen and they are not
suitable for the use of human beings. Such a situation affects the structure of the
house, the quality of life of the people (health, personal freedom, social mobility)

In the study, the focus of the committee has been revealed as follows, "This left end
house and the right end house can be enlarged on some day. But what about the
houses is in the middle of the line houses, and the wheel is just enough.” The
claim of the homelessness and the need for the land remains continuously as it is.”

Line rooms are usually found in plantations and private estates. In this context, the
nature of Line's housings found in private estates and the practice of living in certain
dwellings is slightly different compared to other plantations. The permission of the
renovation of the Line Rooms or the surrounding land has been denied permission to
construct new buildings and a must force a person in the family to work in estates.
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Separate programs based on the upcountry areas and the land supply schemes have
been provided to the people of the Southern Province. Most of the Indian Housing
Schemes and Plantation Development Projects have also been provided with
housing schemes for disasters.

Separate housing schemes and lands were provided in 1993, 1995, 1998, 1999,
2003, 2004, , 2005, 2007, 2008, 2015 and 2018 and each family was allocated 07
perches (details on land and housing projects provided in the Galle and Matara
districts). However, the ownership of the land is not legally available to this day,

such as housing schemes and land provided in other plantation areas.

There are questions about whether the houses set up by separate housing schemes
and land supply projects provided in the Southern Province are an alternative
solution to the problems of Line Rooms. Accordingly, 40.3 percent of the people
who have been studied live in homes provided by individuals. Only a few housing
projects have been provided with land and a certain amount of money has been
given to the construction of houses for certain people. And under some housing
schemes; It was also possible to observe the building of houses.

There are also problems with the lack of infrastructure facilities in the above-
mentioned housing projects and the setting up of housing projects. The following
was revealed in the Focus group discussion carried out in the study. "In the village
land problem is the key issue and we were not provided the proper ownership
deed. The Sinhala people were provided this facility, they have the concession
and not us" (Focus Group Discussion 03). The claim is now revealing the
importance of the land problem of the Plantation Community in the Southern
Province.

Although the land rights are not legally recognized for the people of the hill country,
hereditary characteristics are somewhat of the land (customary land) and the
possibility of engaging in agriculture and economic activities. But the plantation
administration is not able to carry out agricultural activities for the people of the
Southern Province; the plundering of resources and land is further questioned by the
people's landscape.

In the study, it was revealed in the Focus Group, which was revealed as
"Homepage; Even a Banana Tree cannot be planted. We need to obtain
permission from the estate Manager. (Focus Group Discussion-02) We cannot
grow vegetables in the land we reside” (Focus Group Discussion -07)All these
experiences indicated the complexity of the Malaiyaha People’s Land Rights.
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Livelihood

Plantation people living in the Southern Province engaged in a variety of livelihood
activities. They are often working as plantation workers, daily paid workers, workers
on contract basis, migrant workers, self —employed workers and workers in private
estates. When thinking about the sustainable livelihood of these people, there is a
constant and inadequate income. Their livelihood activities are at least unable to
fulfill their basic amenities such as home, food safety and transport. Observation of
the plantation people in the Galle and Matara districts were not able to secure stable
savings and income management.

In these areas, plantation crops such as tea, rubber and coconut are also cultivated.
The Palm oil cultivation is carried out through labour division & on contract basis of
the industry. Men are also involved in the process of various tasks such as collecting
palm oil fruits, maintaining the palm oil estates. Accordingly, there is a large number
of jobs among men in relation to the palm oil industry and there is less chances of
work among women.

Contract wage employees in the oil palm industry are earning more. Most people go
to the main contract wages, including women. This situation causes income
inequality and reaches a certain level of professionalism. Therefore, most women
from this area migrate for Middle East in seeking employment.

Young people living here go to metropolitan areas in search of employment. They
are unable to develop livelihood activities, develop or other livelihoods. Based on
this, livelihood in the Southern Province is a problem for plantation community.
Although a few are involved in self —employment activities, there is little chance of
developing their livelihood.

The livelihood of the plantation community of the Southern Province is based on the
job opportunities provided by others. Accordingly, there is no land for these people
to survive for their livelihoods. In a small landscape, a few people have cultivated
long -term crops such as coconut, arecanut, jack and bread fruit.

“We do not even have space to plant a tree, all we have is our house. We are two
Sfamilies living in one house...” (Focus Group Discussion — 06)

Additionally, those who try to engage in small-scale production face significant
barriers in accessing transportation to market their goods. Acquiring the necessary
means of production is also a major challenge.

Moreover, there is a clear need for fair-interest or interest-free loans to support their
livelihood activities. Many Malaiyaha people in the Southern Province are burdened
by informal loans. Due to financial insecurity, loans are often used not for income-
generating activities, but to cover basic needs. However, strong social networks
within the community play a crucial role in helping individuals’ access employment
opportunities. Many people find jobs through these social connections.
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Government livelihood support programs targeting the Malaiyaha people in the
Southern Province remain extremely limited.

“I went to work in town for a long time, but now there is less work, so when there
is a job, I bring my neighbors who also used to work with me.” (Focus Group
Discussion — 08)

“The work we do is not permanent; it may disappear tomorrow. If the rainy
season comes, we will be out of work. Then the economic difficulties will
increase...” (Focus Group Discussion — 09)

These reflections underline the lack of continuous employment for the Malaiyaha
people in the Southern Province and reveal how their incomes are insufficient to
meet even their daily needs.

(Focus Group Discussion-02) - "We have bought essential items from the salary 1
earned then. The price of the essential goods is very high. Then I was able to
purchase them for 1000 rupees. The traders now claim more than 5000 rupees
Jfor the same items then I bought then.

The statement highlights the impact on the livelihoods, employment situation, and
low income of the plantation community. Although the plantation sector is generally
recognized as an income-generating sector across the country, its contribution to
improving the livelihoods of plantation workers in the Southern Province remains
minimal. While livelihood challenges faced by plantation communities in other
regions are more openly discussed, those affecting plantation workers in the
Southern Province are often overlooked and remain largely invisible.

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One of the major issues in most of the areas in Sri Lanka is the debt. The main
issues and the informal loan system of the plantation community in the Southern
Province is the main problem. According to the above Figure- 02, 51% percent of
the informal loans were revealed. Thus, those who pay the money (that is from the
interest of interest) are seen as a majority.

They receive loans for various purposes such as birthdays, wedding celebrations,
ceremonies, deaths, purchasing a house, medical expenses and to filling up the cost
of children. The following was revealed in the focus group meeting held among the
people. ""We have borrowed money on big interest to ten rupees for 100.” (Focus
Group Discussion 07)

The interest rate for the loan is another problem and economic burden for the people
of the area, even if they get a loan to meet their different needs. When they get
interest, they have to pay the amount of 15 to 20 per month in the month of the loan.
If the interest is not paid for the first month, the interest on the month and the next
month will have to be paid and the interest will be paid if you fail to pay a monthly
interest.

One's daily wage is Rs.1000 -1350, and the monthly salary is about Rs.20,000 —
22,000 With this salary, they have to face a variety of challenges in meeting their
daily needs. In these circumstances, the interest rates are an economic burden for
them.

The money lenders personally visit to collect the monthly interest from the people. If
the money borrowers fail to pay thee monthly interest the money lenders abuse
them, in some cases money lenders physically attack and harass. In order to settle
the loans majority of the women migrate to Middle East countries to employ them as
domestic servants. This was exposed at a Focus Group discussion.

“We get loans from our Sinhala money lenders. If we were not in a position to pay
the interest. Then we compelled to pay that in the next month, including the
consecutive month’s interest. If we fail to pay the relevant interest, we were
physically assaulted” (Focus Group discussion 6)

"Beyond obtaining loans from money lenders, 38 % percent of the individuals get loans
from Micro Finance Company and private banks and 10 % from state and Samurdhi
Bank. Moreover, they mortgage of their jewelry, get small amount of loans from the
micro -lending companies, relatives and friends. This kind of credit process affects the
day -to -day life and savings habit of the southern plantation community and prevents
their sustainable progress.




Education

Education issues are common in all districts of the country. The nature of schools
located in the backward areas, the structure and the path of school access, and the
opportunities for higher education, the academic issues are different from the city's
adjacent territories. As such, Tamil -language schools in the Southern Province are
limited, and very rare to find Tamil schools. In the Galle District, there are 1 AB
grade schools 81, 1 C schools 161, Type 2 grade schools 97 and Type 3 grade
schools 92.

There are 17 Tamil -language schools in the Galle district, while 13 schools are
Muslim schools and other four schools in the plantations. Of these, two schools are 1
C schools and the rest are Type 2 and Type 3 grade schools.

In Matara district, 1 AB grade schools are 45, 1 C grade of schools 72, Type 2 grade
schools 127 and Type 3 grade schools 119. Of these, only one of the 6 Tamil
language schools is a bilingual school.

Tamil language plantation schools in the Southern Province are limited. Therefore,
Plantation students living in these areas get only limited opportunity to learn their
mother tongue due to a smaller number of schools. Only the Arts stream is found at
the high school levels and mathematics, business studies, science and technical
curriculum are not available in Tamil language schools. Therefore, there is very little
chance of learning in other fields. Because of this, most people get only secondary

education. The following is from the Focus Group discussion among the plantation
people.
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“Talented students are here but there is no chance to continue their higher
studies. Those who study was unemployed. After completing the G.C.E. (ordinary
level) the young men go to Colombo in search of jobs” (Focus Group Discussion 8)

“Only the Arts stream is available in this area. There are a few subjects such as
Music and Political Science are available at G.C.E. (Adv. Level). The other
subjects are available for Sinhala children” (Focus Group Discussion 08). The
above comments revealed the adverse situation access to Southern plantation
Community on school education,

The main problem is that the distance to school for students in the Southern
Province is seen. Of the 72 families, 46 students have been identified as school
going children. Accordingly, a large number of students (43.1) go to school and
travel for 1-5 kilometers and some of them are using public or private transport.

The transport facility for schooling is very poor and the students face
inconveniences while walking because the traffic routes are much damaged and not
updated. Thus, teachers and students will attend school late. The situation was also
observed. The additional classes will take place after school. Students returning
home after completing additional classes are facing many challenges due to the bad
roads. This is explained as follows:

"The road is bad. You can go and see it with your own eyes, it is hard. Children
going to school by utilizing the Estate lorry."

Teacher shortage is a huge problem in Tamil -language schools in the Southern
Province. Teacher shortage for subjects such as mathematics, science and
technology. This situation has a bad impact on the education of children. Teachers
for the first grade in the initial categories; despite being seen, the shortage of
teachers in second and third grade causes a variety of harm in learning, including
children's reading skills. The situation is also influenced by the high -quality
curriculum of the students.

"There are no teachers for the mathematics and science, as well as other
important subjects' (Focus Group Discussion 03).
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"I like to study Mathematics, but where is the school or the facility. If I want to
study these subjects, I must go to Kurunegala, but we can’t afford.” (This
statement was made by an advanced level student, when we were filling the
questionnaire at Bataketiya)

Due to the shortage of teachers in particular schools, there is a need to attend
Advanced level tuition classes at urban areas. However, students have to go to urban
areas, including Galle and Matara, as there are less classes in the Tamil medium. In
addition, training courses for vocational education and these courses are mostly
taught in the Sinhala language. Plantation community students are more likely to
learn primary education in Tamil language and they find it very difficult study the
vocational courses in Sinhala.

Because of this, many are interested in continuing their education but due to these
barriers they leave school and go to the schools situated near their homes.

After the secondary education if the Tamil children wanted to follow courses such
as NVQ will be in Sinhala. There are no Tamil medium instructions. Therefore,
they go to jobs as shops’ assistants etc. in Colombo, but the Sinhala children
continue their vocational studies and get good jobs. (Focus Group Discussion 08)

The period after the economic crisis has affected all sectors in Sri Lanka and has
further affected families that are already economically disadvantaged. Thus, more
than three children were educated in most of the families found in the Galle and
Matara Plantation areas.

The influence of the current economic crisis is greater in purchasing school
equipment, as the income to meet daily needs is not enough. It is also challenging to
deal with the cost of education with the salary available in plantations. Accordingly,
"I have to work 5 days to purchase a pair of school shoes' (when filling the
questionnaire in the Bataketiya area), the cost of school equipment and their income
is influenced by the advent of students' continuous school.

"In the days of the economic crisis, the income was very little therefore the parents
took the children with them when they go to work." His claim, (Interview #01)
makes it clear that the income makes an impact on education.

Health

Health is one of the basic rights of a human being. Health problems are also
important in Galle and Matara District Plantation areas. Although the dispensary is
found in certain areas, but people have no proper access to them. Sothern plantation
community members have to travel about 32 to 42 kilometers from the plantations to
the General Hospital. These people use public transport and private transport during
urgent needs.
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When using private transport, there is a large amount of money to be spent and
drugs are often supposed to be available only in private pharmacies. There is a great
deal of difficulty in accessing the hospital for the people of the Southern Province
and maintaining their health. People revealed at the focus group discussion.

“Even if I go to a government hospital, and get a prescription, I am compelled to
take the medicine from a private pharmacy. If you buy medicine from a private
pharmacy it may cost about Rs. 8000. My income is not sufficient to buy this
medicine. I am not in a position to buy all the medicine from a private pharmacy "
(Focus Group Discussion 4).

The Southern Provincial Plantation areas are often found to have Line settlements
and fewer apartments. In that respect, 59.75% percent of the Line residences have a
lot of problems, and a house inline residence has approximately 12 x 10 feet area
and a public room.

In other districts, there are opportunities to rectify their use, but have been able to
observe the lack of residences in the Galle and Matara districts. This causes people's
physical and mental health. The following is revealed in the Focus Group Discussion
held among the people.

""In the Line room there is a verandah, a kitchen, and room everything within
the 12 x 10feet area. After marriage the family live with 5 or 6 children.
Everybody has to live and sleep in this small area. The young girls and boys also
utilize the same area. Cooking is also done in the same area. The whole family is
compelled to live like this, it is a miserable life.” (Focus Group Discussion 4).

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Based on the Figure-3; the sewage facilities are available for 87.5% percent of the
community. However, due to the long distance & intervals from residences, it is a
problem with the usage of toilets for women, elderly and children at night. Also,
12.5% percent of the people have no toilet facility at all. Moreover, more than 3
families or above 3 of them use a single toilet. There is no water in the sewers and
the user takes a bucket of water when use the toilet.

People are having difficulty in getting drinking water. Most people get water
through the pipe and use more than three families a water pipe. Such factors can
affect the proper health of the people and make it room for possibility for easier
infection.

There is limited awareness about employment security among workers in the areas
where they are employed. This is particularly evident in the palm oil estates, where
workers are prone to accidents. The thorns of the palm oil plants can cause physical
injuries. Although estate management provides protective gear, many workers find it
uncomfortable to wear and therefore choose not to use it. As a result, they are often
physically affected during their working hours.

Additionally, vaccines meant to protect workers from plant-related poisoning are
provided only in a few estates. The lack of vaccination across all palm oil estates
poses a significant risk to workers' health and safety.

“While working with palm oil fruits, a thorn pierced my leg and it got infected. I had
to stay at home for a month.” (Questionnaire 11)

This experience highlights the lack of employment security and the health
vulnerabilities faced by workers in the palm oil estates.

At the same time, due to the lack of toilet facilities in the tea estates, women workers
face severe difficulties. Most women refrain from urinating until they return home
after work. During their menstrual periods, they also endure significant mental and
physical discomfort due to the lack of adequate sanitary facilities.

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The above table describes food safety details after the economic crisis. Due to the
lack of money and material, 65.3 percent of the purchase of eggs and meat is
reduced, had reduced purchasing vegetable by 63.9 percent. In addition, 61.1 percent
said they were unable to eat nutritious food. The lack of land rights have direct
impact on the economic crisis and the consumption of green vegetable and milk -
based foods among the people of the Southern Province.

In these areas, unlike in other plantation regions, there is little to no opportunity for
the Malaiyaha people to establish home gardens. They must obtain permission from
the plantation management to do so. Additionally, there is a shortage of space for
raising livestock. This limited ability to produce their own food contributes to the
low consumption of dairy and green vegetables.

The purchase and consumption of animal-based foods are generally low across Sri
Lanka. In line with this trend, the study highlights the need to increase the access to
and consumption of animal-based foods among the Malaiyaha people in the
Southern Province as well. Many in this community frequently rely on easily
available, low-cost foods such as jackfruit, cassava, and spinach. While some
nutritious fruits are grown in the region, due to economic hardship, these are often
sold for income rather than consumed by the families themselves.

This was reflected in the focus group discussions: “We used to eat meat and fish
once three times per month. Now we cannot eat like that. We used to drink
milk for thirty days; now we buy milk only once every two months.” (Focus
Group Discussion — 06)

This statement illustrates the declining food intake and the resulting health
implications for the community.

The Malaiyaha people, who primarily rely on physical labor for income, face
multiple challenges in accessing nutritious food and adequate healthcare—
challenges that have been worsened by the ongoing economic crisis. Their issues of
food insecurity and landlessness raise serious concerns, particularly with regard to
their overall health and well-being in the Southern Province.

Political condition

Political analysis is essential for the people of the Southern plantation community
and to uncover the social, political, economic and cultural issues themselves. The
lack of leadership in the Southern Province of the Southern Provincial Council is a
barrier to exposing the real problem of their people.
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It will be easier for the people of that community to come forward to undertake
political leadership in a way that can represent them. For example, the issue of
access to education is seen as a major problem for the plantation community of the
Southern Province. The extent to which this problem has been highlighted is a
questionable issue. The needs and solutions for these people are seen to be different
according to the difference in social and economic structure. In the Southern
Province, only generalized solutions are seen.

Furthermore, there are fewer opportunities for the formation of Tamil parties in
these areas and the participation and intervention of other Plantation political parties
is very limited in the plantation community areas of the Southern Province.
Although there are generally some political parties for the hilly areas, those political
parties mainly serve the hilly areas of a few districts, and although the plantation
community of the Southern Province receive these benefits less often. Due to the
lack of joint political representation in the local government councils for the people
here, their problems cannot be brought to the fore, and Person 11 — “We voted a
Tamil person who won the election in Talawakelle (place has been changed) but
he came to this side and got beaten up”

The plantation community of the Southern Province are seen as a minority
population living in harmony with the majority community. Furthermore, there are
few opportunities for Tamil-speaking political representatives to enter Parliament.
Although these people have voted for Sinhala representatives, it is questionable
whether these representatives have a deep understanding of the real problems of the
community. Based on this, it would be effective to raise a voice regarding the
problems of a minority community and to represent them in politics.

Social Security

Sri Lanka's social security system, like in most countries, has elements such as
occupational safety and health, social security insurance and safety nets.
Occupational safety and health cover the freedom of workers to organize and
express their rights, child labour, workplace health and safety, training, and informal
employment (formal sector). Social security insurance covers assistance schemes for
people with special needs, pensions, and war victims' benefits.

The safety net is a system of assistance programs to reduce household poverty. It is
questionable whether the above social security programs are available to the poor
and economically disadvantaged people in the plantations. However, the influence
of the Grama Sevaks and plantation administrators is seen in reaching the people
living in specific plantations.

Furthermore, it was revealed that the communication of information to these people
is poor and that government welfare services are not reaching the needy people here
like in other regions. Due to the language barrier, it is also seen that the payments
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that are due to them are not being received. The lack of proper access to social
security matters to the people is a major problem here.

"We don't get anything more than half of the benefits. Only the country people get
more. We don't get everything. Now the Grama Sevaks are only in favor of the
Sinhala people. Whatever the Tamil people say, they don't take it into account”
(Focus Group Discussion 4).

“I went to Nagoda regarding the Aswesuma benefits but they said they can’t give
you everything. I am a patient. We go to the country to work and live; nothing
harms us because we are Tamil people.” (Focus Group Discussion 8)

The above statement indicates the problems faced by the plantation people of the
Southern Province in obtaining social security and the challenges faced by them.

We don’t get anything more than half of the benefits. Only the country people get
more. We don’t get everything. Now the Grama Sevaks are only in favor of the
Sinhala people. Whatever the Tamil people say, they don’t take it into account”
(Focus Group Discussion 10).

The above statement indicates the problems faced by the plantation community of
the Southern Province in obtaining social security benefits and the challenges faced
by them.




5. Conclusions & Recommendations:

» Throughout the two hundred years of history of the Malayagam people have
been subjected to various forms of exploitation, denial of rights and racial
discrimination. There are social, economic, cultural and political and
geographical similarities as well as many differences between the
Malayagam people living in the Central Province and the Malayagam people
living in the Southern Province.

» Although the Malayagam people living in the Southern Province face various
challenges related to their livelihood, economy and political conditions, these
challenges are minimally exposed to the outside world. Activities carried out
to find solutions to these problems and surveys to expose them to the outside
world are also limited. However, in this study, an attempt has been made to
socialize the socio-economic, cultural, and political issues faced by the
Malayalam people of the Southern Province.

> Sri Lanka is a country that has historically faced economic crises, and the
people working in the plantation sector have also been affected by these
crises. This economic crisis had affected other sections of the community,
but they had positive opportunities to overcome it. But the Malaiyaha people,
who historically depended on other groups for their livelihood, had no
chance of escaping the economic crisis. This situation has caused very
serious problems for the Malayali people in the Southern Province. Despite
the seriousness of these problems, little attention is paid to them and little
effort is made to find solutions to them.

» The need for relevant parties to focus on the issues revealed by the study and
to develop a framework for finding solutions to the challenges faced by the
people.

» According to the conclusion drawn from the study, although the Malaiyaha
people in the Southern Province are facing various problems, more attention
should be paid to the following areas. Here, the land-related problem faced
by these people is closely related to all other problems and the root cause of
those problems is the land-related problem. There is a need for the
government and relevant parties to pay special attention to the land issue. At
the same time, the government had provided 7 perches of land to the
Malayali people of Galle, Matara and Kalutara districts on various occasions
from 1993 to 2021, but no acceptable legal document (proof) has been
provided for those lands so far. Since there is no legal document, it is not
possible for them to freely enjoy the ownership of their land. Therefore,
immediate steps should be taken to provide deeds to these people's lands and
confirm their legal ownership of the land.
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Also, since there is a problem of accurate information regarding the Malayali
people who have acquired lands so far, a program should be developed to
collect and update information regarding this.

The educational problems faced by the children of the Malayali community
in these areas are also unique. Changes in education will take a society to
another level in the future. Therefore, stakeholders in the education sector
and other parties must work together to improve the education of Malaiyaha
children in the Southern Province.

It has been reported that there are 06 Tamil schools in the Matara District
and 04 Tamil schools in the Galle District in the Southern Province. There is
a huge shortage of teachers in ordinary level schools for subjects such as
science, mathematics, English, information technology, music and drama.
Since these schools only have Arts and Commerce departments for children
studying Advanced Level, it is not possible to access other subjects, such as
Mathematics and Science departments.

Also, despite the great dedication and enthusiasm of some parents, a small
number of students have made it to the top of their education, but due to
economic hardship, a shortage of teachers in schools, and the lack of proper
facilities, the situation of school dropouts has increased. Therefore, close
attention should be paid to this issue, discussions should be held with the
relevant officials to find solutions, and steps should be taken promptly to
establish teachers for these schools.

To prepare a program to implement training courses in Tamil language at
vocational training centers operating in the Matara and Galle districts for
Malayalam youth who have completed their school education and to create
related employment opportunities.

The main reason why the Malayali people do not resort to obtaining loans
from formal banks is that these Malayali people are inconvenienced by
having to complete various documents and meet collateral conditions when
issuing formal bank loans.
Accordingly, introducing a process that enables obtaining unique loans
through a formal banking system through simple methods.

Women working in tea and rubber plantations are severely affected by the
lack of sanitary facilities (toilets) and restrooms. Therefore, attention should
be paid to this issue and steps should be taken to instruct the plantation
companies to provide the relevant facilities.
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Taking steps to prepare a special program through the Foreign Employment
Bureau to monitor and protect the situation of the families and children of
Malay women who go abroad as domestic workers, with the aim of
alleviating poverty in their families and securing the future of their children.

In the face of the current economic difficulties, the people of Malaiyaha are
struggling to provide food and education for their children. Even now, many
people receive less than Rs. 1350 per day and their monthly salary is limited
to Rs. 22,000. This salary is not at all sufficient to cope with the current
economic situation. Taking steps to provide a minimum daily wage of Rs.
1700 to estate workers.

The Ministry of Women and Child Affairs should conduct a special
monitoring of the situation of Malayalam women in the Southern Province
and take steps to prepare a development program for that purpose.

To establish regional hospital facilities to provide basic health facilities in the
estates and to prepare a formal program to provide the necessary facilities to
patients visiting existing hospitals and clinics. Also, steps will be taken to
provide advice to pregnant mothers and patients in clinics in Tamil.

In addition to the above, studies and reports are needed on the following
various aspects to further elucidate the problems faced by the Malaiyaha
people in the Southern Province. Based on this, suggestions for future
research are given below.

= Studies on Palm Oil plant cultivation and its workers

= Studies on the education system of the Malayagam community in the
Southern Province

= Studies on women who migrate abroad for employment and all the
problems faced by women in general

= Studies related to the food security of the Malayagam people in the
Southern Province

= Studies on the conditions of the privately owned estates in the
Southern Province and the people living there

Thalangaha is a plantation located within 5 km of the main road. The plantation is
surrounded by villages predominantly inhabited by the majority community, and the
surrounding area reflects the identity of this community.

The plantation is encircled by mostly privately owned smallholder lands and
plantations managed by a few plantation companies. While upland plantations are
typically located far from the main road in the central hilly areas, this trend has
shifted in the southern hilly regions. The establishment of numerous plantations in
the Southern Province, including Thalanga, illustrates this change.

The diagram above clearly shows that, although plantation crops are cultivated and
workers' settlements are established, plantations in the Southern Province, including
Thalanga, remain hidden and largely invisible within the framework of private
companies and under the control of other private and small plantation owners in the

region.
